· All postings must include a picture, at least thirty words of content and one MLA citation.

· Additionally, students must make comments to postings. Each student will make approximately twenty comments to the blog during the school year.

· Material that is posted that is of a personal nature will be deleted.

· Material that contains reference to religion, race, ethnicity or gender will be punished according to school policy. The blog is an extension of the school so therefore the students come under the rules and policies of the Avon School District Student Handbook.

	Assessment

· They must create one post before the New Year and another before the end of the school year. A grade will be entered at the end of the second and forth quarters. 

· A grade will be given each grading period for the number of comments the student makes. Students that create the greatest number of comments receive the highest grade. Students that make the lowest number of comments receive the lowest grade.
